
Notes about Core Requirements for CSON Students 
[Updated Spring 2021] 

General Information: Core courses are labeled òCoreó in the course listings. A listing of core courses in each area may be 

found on the Core webpage at https://www.bc.edu/bc-web/schools/mcas/undergraduate/core-curriculum/core-

requirements.html (although not all courses are offered each semester). Do not assume that a course is a core!  If the 
course is not listed on your degree audit under the related core requirement, then it is not a core course; check this on your 
degree audit after you register each semester.   

Specific requirements for CSON: 

Writing: One core course. These courses are restricted to freshmen.  Some CSON freshmen are unable to fit writing in 
because they take PULSE, Perspectives or other courses. If you are unable to register online for writing as a sophomore (or 
later), go N, ITAL, RLRL, SPAN), and Slavic and Eastern 



Cultural diversity- CSON students fulfill the cultural diversity requirement with their Nursing foundation 

courses. 

Social Sciences- CSON students fulfill Social Science requirement through Nursing foundations of practice 

courses.

Natural science- CSON students fulfill the natural science requirement with their freshman science courses.
